OBJET: Lieux propices à l’apprentissage – Première phase d’allocations 
 
 
Le 17 février 2005, le premier ministre de l’Ontario, l’honorable Dalton McGuinty et le ministre de l’éducation, 
l’honorable Gerard Kennedy ont annoncé que l’initiative « Lieux propices à l’apprentissage » est le plan détaillé 
du gouvernement pour améliorer l’environnement d’apprentissage pour les étudiants et étudiantes à travers la 
province et pour ralentir le taux de fermeture des écoles.  Au volet de cette initiative, 280 millions de dollars, 
permettant le financement de 4 milliards de dollars en réparations, agrandissements et construction de 
nouvelles écoles, serait mise à la disposition annuellement des conseils scolaires à partir de l’année scolaire 
2005-2006. 
 
Comme énoncé, le financement pour 2005-2006 serait allouer en deux phases.   La première phase de cette 
initiative fournira aux conseils scolaires un financement de 75 millions de dollars, permettant des premiers 
travaux de réfection de 1 milliard de dollars commençant cet été.  Un résumé des allocations de chaque 
conseil scolaire est présenté dans le tableau 1.
